CONDITIONS GOVERNING SOIL CONSERVATION APPLICATION AND PERMIT

The following conditions must be met and followed in order for a soil removal storage, or
processmg permit to be justified.

L.

Ll

A continuous bead cenificate in the amount of $4,000.00 (four thousand) per acre shall be
filed with the Frestown Soil Conservation Board. Said bond shali remain in force until the site
has been determined by the Board to conform to the conditions outlined i #7 below

A one-time charge, known as a “tipping fee” El.l}?é'be made payable to the Town of Frestown.
This tippmg fee will be based on the rate of esfi’ tents per vard for each yard of material
estimated to be removed from the site during the vear. When the tipping fee is submitted, an
estimate of the amount of material to be removed must also be included. The Soil Conservation
permit will not be issued uatil a tipping fee, permit fee, certificate, and advertising fee are
recerved. The method of estimate of the amount to be removed must be made available at
Boards request.

There shall be no soil, icam, sand, stone, or gravel removed from any part of the premises
covered by this license which lies within three hundred (300) feet of the layout line of a street,
{unless matenal removed is for house iot preparation) or way, or within twenty (20) fest of all
property lnes.

Any soil or loam required to be stripped from the premises in connection with the removal of
sand, gravel, and/or stone under this permit shall be stockpiled on the DIemuses,

After the project has proceeded 600 feet, the operator shall slope, grade, and re-sesd the mitial
360 feet, before and during the period when he begins work on the following 300 fest.
Thereafter he shall proceed to advance his operation at integral distance of 300 feet, while
simuitaneously grading, sloping, and re-seeding the previous integral distance of 300 fest. If
the foregoing operations cannet be conducted simultaneously, operations shall cease until the
previous 300 feet have been reworked.

As soon as practical, and ir accordance with good conservation practices, all stripped areas
shall be graded and covered with topsoii and loam. Such grades as 1t slopes away from a street
or way, or property ltaes, shall be 3-to-1 grade.

As soon as practical and accordance with good conservation practices as soon as the loam is
restored, 1t shall be planted with a suitable ground covercrop 1o prevent erosion of the surface.
Retained subsoil and topsoil shall be re-spread over the area disturbed to a minimum depth of
4 inches.

This soil shall be treated with thres (3) tons of lime per acre, and one thousznd 2. 330} pounds
of 10-10-10 fertilizer per acre, and then seeded with a grass or lequme mixmre prascriped by
the conservation district. Trees or shrubs of prescribed species shall be planted m ordar to
provide screening, natural beauty, and to reduce erosion. The plantad area shall be protected
from erosion during the establishment period using good conservation pracaices.

The aperations to be carried on under this license are to be conducted m such a way as to not
interfere with the natural flow of any stream runping through the premises. Any work within

100 feet of the stream requires the filing of a Notice of Intent, undzr the Wetlands Protection
Act, M.G.L. 131, section 40.

No excavation shall be allowed closer than fifty (50) feet to a natural stream. This would
require the filing of a Notice of Intent as specified in number 8 above. :

No area shall be excavated s0 as to cause accumulation of free-standing water. Permanent
drainage shall be provided ass needed in accordance with pood conservation practices.
Dramage shall not lead directly into streams or ponds.

Upon the completion of the operation, the land shall be left so that natural storm drainage
leaves the property at the original storm drainage points, aud so that the area of dramage to
any one point is not increased.

Operations shail not be performed below the road grade.

Boulders that are dug up during this operation must be taken from the premises or buried on
site. :

No mounds of foam, gravel, stones, brush, sand, etc., are to be leftat the completion of this
operatton or upon termination of this permst unless specified under the conditions of the permit.

No excavation shall take place within 4 feet of the water as its highest measurement.

All access roads leading to the public ways shall be treated with stone, watered, or treated with
environmentally approved dust control substances. No oil shall be used to treat the access
road. A 200 foct bituminous concrete access apron shall be installed.

Before a renewal pernnt is granted, the area previously worked shall be graded and re-seeded,
and present operations shall be inspected at the time of renewal.

Faces of banks shall be knocked down and sloped at the end of each day SO 2s to prevent any
over-hangs or straight faces.

Any individual Soil Conservation Board member, or the full Board shal! have the nght to
inspect the gravel operation at any time,

"The hours of operation of the gravel area shall not exceed the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.,
Monday through Friday. Exceptions further restricting these hours can be made by the Soil
Conservation Board with written reasons given. Examples of further restriction may apply to
but not exclude: noise, traffic, erosion problems.

The conveyance of the property covered by this license, by the licensess, or either of them,
shall result in the termination of the right to remove any further sand, stone, gravel, or loam
under this permit and the premises shall be restored as provided above. This termination shall
not be effective if prior to such conveyance, 2 bond conditioned on the full performance of all
of the terms and conditions of this license and with sureties sarisfactory to the Soil
Congervation Board of Freetown, be filed with such Board.

. Any plan submitted to the Soil Conservation Board should indicate the presence of any

wetlands or protected areas as indicated by the Wetland Protection Act Regulations, M.G.L.
Chapter 131, Section 40.

. For those sites with suitable storage capacities, a general storage plan shouid be outlined with

future activity also shown.

. Those operations invoived with the processing of materiai with necessary water storage should

so indicate the source, discharge, and recycling capabilities within its boundaries; and also
should have a contingency plan regarding abutting properties m wriing.

. This permait is granted in conformity with the Scil Removal By-Laws accepted by vote of this

Town on March 10, 1956, and ammedments to the By-Laws on May 25, 1964, and Apnl 26,
1966.

The Soil Conservation Board reserves the right to review all projects mvolving the use of coal
ash described in Mass General Law 111 Section 1504 not covered by the site assipnment
precess. Project involving the use of coal ash will be required to abtain a Soil Conservation
Board permit from the Town of Freetown if one is not already enforced. The plans of the
proiect will be examined for their conformance with, and will be subject to, those regulations
listed above for all Soil Conservation project permits.

. The tipping fee for the use of coal ash in projects not covered by a Site Assignment, those

listed in Mass. General Law 111 Section 150A, will be a minimum of 3.69 per ton or yard
(which ever one is greater). The tipping fee shall be continnous with the duration of the permi
payable on a monthly basts.

Soil Removal by-laws accepted by vote of the Town at the ATM 3/10/56

&

6.1 Members

A Soil Conservation Board is hereby established in the Town of Freetown for the purpase of tegulating the removat
of earth minerals from tand within the town and in enforcing the provisions of this by-law.

The members of the Board shall consist of the Board of Selectrnen, one member of the Planning Board to be

selecied by such Board, one member of the Conservation Commission to be selected by such Commission.
STA 10425/76. STM 12208

The Planning Board and Conservation Commission shall annually in June submit to the Board in writing the names

of their respective members who will serve on the Soil Conservation Board for the term of the forthcoming fiscal
year. STM 125176

6.2 Removal of Earth Minerals
The stripping or temoval of earth minerals from any parcel of land not in public use in the Town of Freetown,

except as hereinafter provided is prohibited, unless a written permit therefor is obtained from the Board after a
public hearing of which due notice is given.

A. Denial to Remeve - After permission for a earth mineral permit has been dented by the Board, no operator or
owner shall be allowed to reapply for a period of one (1) year.

6.3 Continuous Operation

Whenever the Board is sansfied that the removal of any earth minerals had previously been undertaken in a
particular focation and was in continuous operation, a1 the time when notice of the warrant for the Town Meeting at
which this by-law was adopted was given, a permit for the further continuance of such operation with the same

territorial limits shall be issued without a hearing; but such permit may be issued subject to conditions in the same
manner as other permits.

6.4 lIssuing Permit — Conditions

In issuing a permit under this By-Law, the Board may impose such conditions not specifically provided for herein as
it may deem necessacy for the adequate protection of the neighborhood and the Town. Any conditions imposed by
the Board shall be attached to and made a part of the permit. The Board shal! require a hond for the compliance
with said conditions as evidence of gpod faith for the completion of any proposed consguction. The Board shall
after » public hearing on proef of violation of any vondition, revoke any permit 50 ssusd. No penmt shiall be ssued
under the provisions of zaid By-Law for a period of more than three {33 yoms. No revocation shall endure Yo ess
than thirty (30) days.

6.5 Authorization & Conditions Continued

Zarth minerals may be removed from any parcel of land within the town only after a permu awhorzing sach
reinoval has been issued by the Board afler satisfactory avidence that such removal will not be setiously deirimental,
miurious or hazardous io the neighborheod; provided further that ibe Board shall impose reasonable conditions as to
the method of temoval, the maintainiog or re-cstablistunent of ground levels and grades, and the plauuing of the area
lo suitabie cover, as it may deem necessary.

6.6 Transfer of Earth Minerals Over Owner’s Land

No permit shail be required by an owrter of real estate for the transfer of earth minerals from one part of his own
premises to another part thereof for the improvement of his own premises, nor shall any permit be required for
removal of earth minerals in connettion with the improvement or construction of any road over his premises
ptovided such earth minerals so removed ate used on said premises to improve the same and is not conitary o the
regulations of this by-law as adopted. No permit shall be required by quarries operating at the time this by-law is
adopted so long as the sale of earth minerals is not involved.

6.7_Organization of Board

Neo person interested in the application for a permit for the removal of earth minerals, shail be efigible to participate
in the action of the Board with reference to such permit. Replacement of any member or members so disoualified
shall be determined by the other members of the Soil Conservation Board. A majority of the Hoard shall constinste 2
quorum. The Roard shall slect its own Chainman and Secretary. Tts Secretary need not Be a member of the Board,
Tie Secretary shall keep a tue record of the proceedings of the Board, which shall be public record.
